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Step 1: Mount Your nivi
1. Plug the vehicle power cable into the back of your niivi.

2. Snap the cradle onto the suction cup arm.

3. Clean and dry your windshield and the suction cup Cradle
with a lint-free cloth. Remove the clear plastic from the
suction cup. Place the suction cup on the windshield.

. Flip the lever back toward the windshield.

. Fit the bottom of your nivi into the cradle.

. Tilt your nivi back until it snaps into place.

. Plug the other end of the vehicle power cable into
a power outlet in your vehicle. Your unit should turn

on automatically if it is plugged in and the vehicle is
running.

8. If you are using a traffic receiver in Europe, connect the
external antenna to the traffic receiver and secure it to
the windshield using the suction cups. (Traffic receivers
are included in some niivi 205 series packages.)

Follow the on-screen
instructions. To turn your niivi off, slide the Q Power key to the left.

Step 3: Acquire Satellites

1. Go outdoors to an open area, away from tall buildings and trees.
2. Turn on your nvi.
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Acquiring satellite signals can take a few
minutes. The bars indicate satellite
strength. When at least one of the bars

is green, your niivi has acquired satellite
signals. Now you can select a destination
and navigate to it.

Using Hands-Free Features
Bluetooth wireless technology is
available on the niivi 215, 265, and 275.
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Hands-free phone features are available
only if your niivi and your mobile phone
have Bluetooth wireless technology.
Depending on your phone, some hands-
free phone features will not be available
on your niivi. To use the hands-free
features, you must pair your phone and
your niivi.

Pairing Your Phone

1. Veerify that your phone is compatible
with your niivi (www.garmin.com
Ibluetooth).

2. From the Menu page, select Tools
> Settings > Bluetooth. Touch the
button below Connections.

3 Select Add Device.

4. Enable the Bluetooth component of
your phone and enable Find Me/
Discoverable/Visible mode. These
settings might be in a Bluetooth menu,
Connections menu, or Hands-free
menu.

3. Transfer files to your niivi.

4. Eject and unplug the USB cable.

Securing Your nivi

1. Ensure that you are at your security
location and that your niivi is receiving
satellite signals.

2. Touch Tools > Settings > Security.
3. Touch the button below Garmin Lock.
4. Enter a four-digit PIN.

5. Touch Set.

Resetting Your nuvi

If your niivi stops responding, turn off
your niivi, and then turn on your niivi.

If this does not help, reset your niivi.
Press and hold the RESET button on the
bottom of your niivi for several seconds.

CAUTION: Do not reset your niivi with
a ballpoint pen or other sharp object,
which can damage the unit or the battery.
